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OVERVIEW 
 
Set atop Marble Hill on the pristine Eastern Hillsides of Chilliwack, the area has long served as home to 
scattered rural residential, estate acreages in a private and peaceful forested setting.  The Highland 
Springs subdivision slopes up from the Ramsay Place roadway to several plateaus affording incredible 
viewscapes of the Fraser Valley, Fraser River and Coast Mountains in the backdrop. 
 
Your new community of Highland Springs has been carefully crafted by Influent Homes (Highland 
Springs) Ltd. (the ñDeveloperò) and an experienced team of engineers, designers and real estate 
professionals to capitalize on its natural surroundings and breathtaking views, while still providing privacy 
and quiet enjoyment of each residence.  
 
These guidelines have been prepared by Precision Building Design Associates Ltd., a member of the 
Developerôs design team, to ensure the unique character and high quality of construction for each home, 
and to ultimately protect an important investment opportunity for each owner in Highland Springs.  The 
guidelines should also be read in conjunction with the City of Chilliwackôs applicable hillside zoning 
bylaws, covenants, rights of way, regulations and policies. 
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DESIGN VISION 
 
Highland Springs is envisioned to be a distinctive neighbourhood that is in visual harmony with the hillside 
landscape, using appropriate colours and materials.  This will be achieved through generous usage of 
natural timbers, wood trims and stone in its architecture and integration of rock and landscaping into a 
finished product that relates to and enhances the forest setting and natural environment.  Diversity and 
variety of homes are encouraged while respecting neighbourhood cohesion and integration.

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I.  GUIDELINES 
 

A.  Building Siting 
 

1. The siting of each home shall generally be located within the 
home pad created by the Developer and must take into 
consideration the pre- and post-development slope and natural 
characteristics of the lot in relationship to the street and 
neighbouring lot(s)/home(s).  Overarching or overshadowing 
neighbouring houses and yards shall be avoided where 
possible. 

2. A lot grading plan showing spot elevations and any retaining 
walls must be included on the site plan. 

3. The owner is responsible for identifying and complying with 
applicable restrictive covenants, easements, rights of way and 
all other registered charges, as well as drainage and setback 
requirements established by the relevant municipal and/or other 
government authorities.  

4. Retaining walls shall generally not exceed 2.0 meters in height above or below the finished 
grades of entry ways into the home (see further details under Retaining Walls section below). 

 
B.  House Size 
 

1. To ensure cohesion and continuity within Highland Springs, all homes must have a minimum 
1,500 square feet building footprint, including garages and accessory buildings.  

 
C.  Exterior Design 
 

1. Based on the home siting, each home must be designed to address view opportunities from that 
location as well as the visual impact on neighbouring homes/lots and from street level.  Unless 
approved by the Developer or its Design Controller in writing, the same home design must not be 
repeated, including any reversed or mirror images of home designs.  No stock plans will be 
considered. 

2. The use of a minimum of three (3) different cladding materials, plus attention to quality and 
detailing, are required.  The following guidelines must be adhered to: 

a. Cedar and HardiPlank siding, stucco, brick and stone, or a mixture of these are the 
approved exterior materials. 

b. Trim boards and other exterior detailing shall be used consistently on all faces of the 
exterior to avoid a front and back appearance.  Minimum dimensions shall be 2òx6ò on 
window and door trims, 2òx8ò for fascias and 2òx6ò on 2òx12ò for gable ends. 

c. The use of brick or stone veneer is required on a minimum 25% of the primary street 
façade and shall be even-toned and complement the other exterior colours.  The stone or 
brick must wrap around corners a minimum of three (3) feet or to the first wall 
projection/intersection.
